Below are the steps to start the process of becoming a CFTN Prayer Partner:
1. Attend the mandatory Volunteer Elements classes when they are scheduled. 
2. Attend the prerequisite and mandatory 6-week Rewind Class (Scheduled twice a year).
3. Attend one Ablaze Prayer Intensive (Scheduled Friday and Saturday three or four times a year.) or Firestarters, Wednesday evening class (Scheduled once or twice a year.) If you are a graduate of CFTN School of Ministry, you are welcome to start ministering immediately as prayer partner, after submitting your application and meeting with Pastors Esee and Kouami. 
4. Submit a CFTN Prayer Partner Application, and sign a Ministry Description/Assignment form (please see attached);
5. Call, text or email Pastor Esee (480-628-0178, eseenam.afanou@gmail.com) and schedule an individual meeting with Pastors Esee and Kouami.
6. NOTE:  A background check will be required once you have met with Pastors Esee and Kouami.

As soon as these 6 steps are completed, we will review your application and meet with you. 

We are excited to see how the Lord is going to use you as a member of our team!  This can only mean that God has astonishing and miraculous breakthroughs that are waiting for our partnership with Him in prayer!!

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Ministry Description &
Commitment to Divine Assignment

Prayer Partners provide agreement in prayer with anyone who responds to any type of invitation at the close of our main church services.  

1. Application Process
Step 1:	Attend one Ablaze Prayer Intensive, Firestarters Evening Class or CFTN School of Ministry.
Step 2:	Attend the mandatory Volunteer Elements classes when they are scheduled, and the prerequisite and mandatory 6-week Rewind Class (Scheduled twice a year).
Step 3:	Read through the complete Altar Team Manual – CFTN Altar Prayer Team Information, Expectations and Instructions.
Step 4:	Submit both an Application and a Commitment to Divine Assignment form.
Step 5:	Schedule/complete a one-on-one with Pastors Kouami and Esee Afanou.
Step 6:	NOTE:   Upon meeting with Pastors Kouami and Esee Afanou all volunteers are required to have a background check 

2. Prayer Training
Step 6:	Prayer Partners are required to attend two Ablaze Prayer Intensives a year. Firestarters and Ablaze Prayer Intensive provide a forum for not only growing in our prayer walk, but also provides a setting for building relationships with other intercessors.

3. Sunday Preparation & Team Building
Step 7:	New Prayer Partners are encouraged to attend one of the following weekly 1-hour prayer meetings:
· “Pray First on Saturdays” for the first 3 months and with thereafter move to every other week participation.  “Pray First on Saturdays” is a corporate prayer gathering held in the E-Chapel from 9a – 10a every week; or
· Thursday Night Prayer Call at 8:00 PM. This prayer meeting is held over the phone (Call number: 617-691-8200).
These gatherings include a specific time of prayer for the Sunday services, as well as for the numerous other ministries of CFTN.

4. Prayer Partner Ministry Protocol
· Prayer Partners will spend 2-3 minutes praying for each person who responds to an invitation from the speaker.  Please remember to keep it short if possible!
· Prayer Partners will encourage and empower those they pray for, as the Spirit leads.  If possible, Prayer Partners will ask the person they are praying with to make some scriptural declarations themselves.
· It is not appropriate for this prayer time to be used for teaching, counseling or deliverance.  Once the prayer need is discerned, it is to be addressed by praying/decreeing God’s Word over it concisely and compassionately.
· We do not conduct deliverance at the altar. There are another place and time for it. Any Prayer Partner who does not follow this rule and conducts deliverance of any type while praying for someone after a service will be asked to step back from the Prayer Partner Ministry and will meet with church leadership.  Reinstatement may occur following further training.
· If the person requesting prayer needs counseling or deliverance, they are to be directed to call the church office and ask for the Pastoral Service office.  The reasons for this are discussed in the CFTN School of Prayer.
· It is important that the Prayer Partner’s attire does not distract the attention of the person who is requesting prayer.  Men and women should dress modestly.  (1 Timothy 2:9-10; 
1 Peter 3:3-4; Proverbs 31:25)  
· Each church service will have an assigned Prayer Partner Ministry Leader, who will be listed on the online schedule form.  This leader should be consulted with any questions or issues that arise during that ministry session.
· Do not wait until a later time to inform the Prayer Partner Ministry Leader about any situation of which leadership should be aware – please communicate with them during, or immediately after, the incident.
